	The draft defines law clinics as subdivisions of higher educational establishments of legal profile created for legal training of students, as well as for providing free legal aid. The draft defines the conditions of engagement of law clinics to provision of free legal aid.

	Draft Law amending the Law of Ukraine on free legal aid concerning law clinics (No9525 of  02.12.2011; MPs)
	Registered and disseminated in VRU on 06.12.2011
	The draft defines law clinics as subdivisions of higher educational establishments with law profile aimed at legal training of students, as well as at providing free legal aid. The draft defines conditions of engagement of law clinics to provision of free legal aid.

	Entered into force on 07.12.2011
	In accordance with the modifications, Moldova is excluded from the list of countries which citizens are required to confirm their financial sustainability to enter and reside in Ukraine.

	CMU Decree approving the State Program on preventing and countering corruption for 2011-2015 (No1240 of 28.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 12.12.2011
	The Program was approved following Presidential Decree on the National Anticorruption Strategy for 2011-2015 (No1001 of 21.10.2011), as well as by the National Plan on Implementation of the Action Plan for Liberalization by the European Union of a Visa Regime for Ukraine

	CMU Decree amending certain CMU’s decrees concerning provision of free legal aid (No1235 of 23.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 12.12.2011
	The decree amends specific legislative acts in the light of adoption of the Law of Ukraine on Free Legal Aid

	CMU Decree updating the list of Ukraine’s governmental authorities responsible for fulfillment of the obligations stemming from Ukraine’s membership in international organizations (No1276 of 30.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 23.12.2011
	According to the decree, governmental bodies responsible for fulfilling Ukraine’s obligations stemming from its membership in IOM are as follows: SMS; MoI; State Security Service; Ministry of Foreign Affairs; Ministry of education, youth and sport; Ministry of Social Policy; Ministry of Justice; SBGS.

	Decree of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine on the procedure of consideration of adoption cases of Ukrainian citizens residing abroad and foreigners (No445 of 17.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 23.12.2011
	The document defines the procedure of submitting and consideration of the adoption cases in the Ministry of Social Policy

	Decree of Ministry of Health of Ukraine approving the procedure of providing primary free legal aid in the Ministry (No753 of 04.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 22.12.2011
	The new procedure has been approved following provisions of the new Law of Ukraine on Free Legal Aid. In accordance with the said Law, all ministries and other governmental authorities are responsible for providing primary legal aid to all persons under the jurisdiction of Ukraine. Since foreigners residing on the territory of Ukraine are under its jurisdiction, they are entitled to request the primary legal aid (consultation re their rights, etc., excluding assistance in court litigation proceedings) pursuant to the above procedure.

	Decree of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs approving the rules on consulate registration in diplomatic missions abroad for Ukrainian citizens permanently or temporarily residing abroad, as well as for children of Ukrainian citizens adopted by foreigners or by Ukrainian citizens permanently residing abroad (No337 of 17.11.2011)

	Entered into force on 29.12.2011
	The document defines the rules of consulate registration of the said persons in Ukraine’s diplomatic missions abroad, including the list of document required for registration, as well as conditions for removal from the register

	MoU Explanatory note on certain issues of implementation of the Law of Ukraine on Personal Data Protection

	Approved on 21.12.2011
	The note underlines some provisions of the basic law establishing special regime for processing data on racial and ethnic origin, political, religious and worldview opinions, membership in political parties and trade unions, as well as data concerning health and sexual life of a person. This could be important in the light of establishment of a Common National database on management of migration flows (coordinated by SMS).

	CMU Decree amending procedure of raising, using and monitoring of international technical assistance (No1301 of 07.12.2011)
