	Draft Law on identification documents (No 10036 of 10.02.2012; MPs: Valeriy Konovaliuk, Volodymyr Moisyk, Iryna Berezhna)
	Registered in the VRU on 10.02.2012
	The draft is aimed at defining the legal framework for issuing machine-readable biometric travel documents, in compliance with ICAO standards. The previous Law on Documents Identifying a Person and Confirming Citizenship of Ukraine after its adoption on 23 September 2011 has been vetoed by the Presidents and further rejected by MPs. International organizations, NGOs and Ukrainian experts judged this Law to be incompatible with European and international standards.  The new wording of the Law was elaborated to bring it in compliance with the international standards. Since approval of the basic law in this field is prescribed by VLAP and the National Plan on VLAP implementation, the draft has good chances to be approved by VRU in this case. 


	Draft Law amending certain legislative acts  following adoption of the Law on the principles of preventing and fighting corruption
(No9473 of 17.11.2011; CMU)
	Approved in the first reading on 07.02.2012
	The draft envisages amendments to the Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine, Labour Code and other legislative acts with the aim of improving the instruments to fight corruption in Ukraine (regulation of the conflict of interests etc.).

	Law changing the date of entering into force of the Law of Ukraine on amendments to certain legislative acts to enhance liability for violation of the Personal Data Law 
	Entered into force on 04.02.2012
	The Law on amendments to certain legislative acts will enter into force on 01.07.2012 (instead 01.01.2012, as it was prescribed before).

	Presidential Regulation on the working group to implement the Concept of development of the criminal justice concerning minors in Ukraine  
 (No26/2012 of 25.01.2012)

	Approved on 25.01.2012
	The working group has been established to improve children’s rights when amending the Ukraine’s legislation on criminal justice. Andriy Portnov (President’s adviser) and Iurii Pavlenko (Ombudsman on the rights of child) have been appointed as the co-heads of the group. Furthermore, the group is consisted of the Minister of Interior of Ukraine, Minister of Justice and Minister of Health of Ukraine and other members. 

	CMU Decree amending the Procedure of utilization of budget costs to provide citizens with free legal aid in criminal matters
(No79 of 13.02.2012)

	Entered into force on 18.02.2012
	The said amendments were approved as a follow up of the recently adopted Law of Ukraine on free legal aid. The amendments prescribe allocation of budget costs for maintaining of the centres of secondary free legal assistance.   


	CMU Regulation on approving  the Action Plan to implement the State policy concept on combatting organised crime 
(No 53 of 25.01.2012)
	Entered into force on 25.01.2012
	One of the tasks put into the Plan is ensuring implementation of international agreements in the field of counter trafficking, namely the UN Convention on Transnational Organised Crime and additional protocols to the Convention (Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children and the Protocol against the Smuggling of Migrants by Land, Sea and Air), ratified by Ukraine.


	CMU Decree amending the Procedure of Utilization of the State Budget for Taking Measures to Implement the European Charter for Regional or Minority Languages
 (No57 of 18.01.2012)
	Entered into force on 10.02.2012
	Amendments mostly relate to the budget costs aimed at producing and dissemination of literature for out-of-class reading of school students who study minority languages.

	MoJ Decree on creating a working group to improve the Ukraine’s legislation on free legal aid  
 (No86/7 of 31.01.2012)
	Entered into force on 31.01.2012
	The established working group under supervision of the first deputy of the Minister of Justice of Ukraine is aimed at bringing the Ukraine’s legislation in line with the recently adopted Law of Ukraine on free legal aid.
