	The purpose of this draft is to solve the collision in the legislation regarding grounds for long-term stay in Ukraine for foreigners and stateless persons, particularly professional sportsmen, actors and persons working in the arts.

	CMU Resolution “On approval of the Implementation protocol between the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Austrian Federal Government on implementation of the Agreement between Ukraine and the European Community on the readmission of persons” (No. 22 of 22 January 2014)

	Entered into force on 1 February 2014
	The Protocol regulates practical aspects of implementation by Ukraine and Austria of the Agreement between Ukraine and the European Community on the readmission of persons.


	CMU Decree “On signing the Letter of intent between the Government of Ukraine and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland on visa issuance services” (No. 32-r of 22 January 2014)

	Entered into force on 22 January 2014
	The draft of the said Letter is approved by the Ukrainian Government. Ambassador of Ukraine to the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is empowered to sign the approved Letter.

Official sources do not contain information on the content of the Letter.

	CMU Decree “On approval of the draft Agreement between the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of Indonesia on visa waiver for holders of diplomatic and service passports” (No. 33-r of 22 January 2014)

	Entered into force on 22 January 2014
	By this Decree the CMU has approved the said draft Agreement.

	Order of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine “On amending the Rules for maintenance by the diplomatic missions of Ukraine abroad of consular register of Ukrainian nationals permanently residing or temporarily staying abroad and children who are Ukrainian nationals adopted by foreigners or Ukrainian nationals permanently residing abroad” (No. 339 of 3 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 24 December 2013 under No. 2188/24720)

	Entered into force on 21 January 2014
	Some rules regarding registration by the diplomatic missions abroad of adopted Ukrainian children were amended with the view to more effectively monitor observance of rights of such children and to better protect their rights and lawful interests.

	Order of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine “On approval of certain by-laws regarding state registration of acts of civil status” (No. 2804/5 of 30 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 31 December 2013 under No. 2241/24773)

	Entered into force on 14 January 2014
	The Order approves regulations for custody of the books of civil status records and the exhaustive list of the documents emerging in the sphere of the state registration of the civil status acts.

Security of identity management (civil registry and breeder documents) is one of the requirements of the EU-Ukraine Action Plan for Visa Liberalisation.



	Order of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine “On approval of Amendments to certain orders of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine regarding state registration of civil status acts” (No. 2784/5 of 27 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 30 December 2013 under No. 2232/24764)

	Entered into force on 14 January 2014
	The Order is amending a number of regulations in the sphere of state registration of civil status acts, including exchange of information with the State Migration Service concerning returned passports of persons whose death was registered.

Security of identity management (civil registry and breeder documents) is one of the requirements of the EU-Ukraine Action Plan for Visa Liberalisation.



	Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine “On approval of the Instruction on procedure of taking by the State Migration Service of Ukraine and its regional departments decisions on entry bans to Ukraine for foreigners and stateless persons” (No. 1235 of 17 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 11 January 2014 under No. 25/24802)

	Entered into force on 4 February 2014
	The State Migration Service and its regional departments are competent to take decisions on entry bans for foreigners and stateless persons:

· in the interest of national security and public order;

· for protection of public health and rights and lawful interests of Ukrainian nationals and other residents;

· if a foreigner or a stateless person did not comply with a court’s decision or a decision in an administrative case during his/her previous stay, or has financial liabilities in Ukraine.

The present Order establishes procedure for taking by the SMS and its regional departments decisions in the cases mentioned above.



	Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine “On amending the Procedure of registration of place of residence and place of stay of natural persons in Ukraine and samples of the documents required for such registration” (No. 1268 of 26 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 13 January 2014 under No. 34/24811)

	Entered into force on 28 January 2014
	Before the amendments the procedure foresaw that the State Migration Service provided information about place of residence/stay and other personal data of a person to those who requested it within thirty days, and to the law-enforcement agencies – within 72 hours or immediately. By the present amendments intelligence agencies have been included in the latter category.

	Order of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine “On approval of the List of manual occupations subject to verification of the results of informal vocational learning of people destined for manual occupations” (No. 886 of 23 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 9 January 2014 under No. 5/24782)

	Entered into force on 28 January 2014
	The List includes three manual occupations: cook, welder, and security guard. Foreigners and stateless persons who permanently reside in Ukraine, and refugees can obtain official certificate confirming their vocational qualification in these three occupations acquired through informal vocational learning regardless of the place where they acquired those skills. This enables Ukrainian migrant workers to officially confirm their professional vocational skills in these three occupations developed during their work abroad.


	Order of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine and the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine “On approval of by-laws regarding verification of the results of informal vocational learning of people destined for manual occupations” (No. 875/1776 of 16 December 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 8 January 2014 under No. 3/24780)

	Entered into force on 28 January 2014
	The Order further develops operational requirements to the verification procedures.
