	Law “On amendments to the Criminal Code of Ukraine and the Code of Ukraine on Criminal Proceedings with regard to implementation of certain provisions of the EU-Ukraine Action Plan on Visa Liberalisation” (No. 222-VII of 18 April 2013)

	Signed by the President. Officially published on 15 June 2013. Enters into force on 15 December 2013
	The draft law contains provisions related to counteracting corruption in Ukraine and enhancing the criminal responsibility in this regard through introduction of confiscation of property and incomes.

	Draft Law “On amendments to certain legislative acts of Ukraine (regarding improvement of legislation on combatting illegal migration)” (No. 2367a of 20 June 2013, MP I. Stupak)
	Sent to the MPs for review on 25 June 2013
	The draft law transfers powers to enforce certain immigration rules (reduction of term of temporary stay, forced return and forced expulsion of foreigners and stateless persons etc.) from the State Migration Service of Ukraine to the internal affairs authorities. These amendments are justified by lack of law enforcement capabilities of the State Migration Service as a purely civilian entity.


	Draft Law “On amendments to certain legislative acts of Ukraine (regarding prohibition of adoption of children who are Ukrainian nationals by foreigners)” (No. 2411a of 21 June 2013, MP I. Markov)
	Registered on 21 June 2013
	The draft proposes to ban adoption of children who are Ukrainian nationals by foreigners unless they are relatives of the child. The measure is deemed necessary in the light of cases of maltreatment of the adopted children and limited possibilities of the Ukrainian authorities to monitor conditions of their life and protect their interests.

	CMU Resolution “On cessation of effect of the CMU Resolution of 13 March 2013 No. 185” (No. 415 of 12 June 2013)
	Entered into force 15 June 2013
	The CMU Resolution of 13 March 2013 No. 185, approving specimens of the blanks of the documents confirming citizenship of Ukraine, identity of person and his/her special status, as well as procedures for processing of such documents, their issuance, renewal, transmittal, seizure and return to the State, ceases to be in effect. The new specimens and relevant procedures shall be developed within three months.


	CMU Decree “On approval of the draft Agreement between the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of Korea on visa waiver for holders of official and service passports” (No. 402-r of 12 June 2013)

	Entered into force on 12 June 2013
	By this Decree the CMU has approved the said draft Agreement.

	Order of the MIA of Ukraine “On approval of the Procedure of maintenance by the State Migration Service of Ukraine of the referral information registry of interpreters” (No. 228 of 11 March 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 22 May 2013 under No. 801/23333)
	Entered into force on 11 June 2013
	The legal act is a basis for establishment of a registry of interpreters from different languages who can be promptly contacted by the state authorities for ensuring translation/interpretation in proceedings involving refugees and other migrants who do not speak the Ukrainian language.



	Information letter of the High Administrative Court of Ukraine regarding determination of proper plaintiff in cases of forced expulsion of foreigners and stateless persons from the territory of Ukraine and territorial jurisdiction of these cases (No. 844/12/13-13)
	
	In the Information letter addressed to the Heads of appellate administrative courts the HACU interprets respective legislative norms in the following way: a court claim on forced expulsion shall be submitted by the regional division or the division of the State Migration Service of Ukraine to the administrative court where the division is located or where the migrants accommodation center is located.
