CMU)


	Adopted by the Parliament on 5 June 2013
	The draft law calls for ratification of the Readmission Agreement with the Russian Federation, which was signed on 22 October 2012.

	Draft Law “On amending certain legislative acts of Ukraine with regard to improvement of the system of personal data protection” (No. 2836 of 17 April 2013, MPs V.Patskan, V.Samoylenko, M.Dzhamiliev, B.Benyuk, I.Popesku, I.Haidosh)
	Submitted to be signed by the President on 22 May 2013
	The draft law introduces a role in personal data protection for the Ombudsman of Ukraine. The draft adds certain types of information that cannot be collected and/or shared (with regard to ethnicity, political and religious views, state of health etc.) and additional liability for violations in the sphere of personal data.



	Draft Law “On amending the Criminal Code of Ukraine and the Code of Ukraine on Criminal Proceedings (with regard to implementation of certain provisions of the EU-Ukraine Action Plan on Visa Liberalisation)” (No. 2803 of 15 April 2013, MPs A.Kozhemyakin, S.Tihipko, V.Chumak, O.Makhnitskyy, H.Nemyrya, P.Petrenko)

	Submitted to be signed by the President on 27 May 2013
	The draft law contains provisions related to counteracting corruption in Ukraine and enhancing the criminal responsibility in this regard through introduction of confiscation of property and incomes.

	Draft Law “On amending article 13 of the Law of Ukraine “On the Single state demographic registry and the documents confirming citizenship of Ukraine, identity of person and his/her special status” (No. 2026a of 16 May 2013, MPs O.Vasylyev, O.Lyashko, A.Korzhev, R.Zabzalyuk, I.Alekseev)
	Sent to the MPs for review on 18 May 2013
	The draft law proposes to include service identification documents of the member of the Parliament of Ukraine and of the judge to the list of the documents confirming identity of the person and his/her special status. According to the explanatory note to the draft this shall ensure that service IDs will confirm not only authority of the holder but also his/her identity.


	Draft Law “On amending the Law of Ukraine “On national minorities in Ukraine” (No. 2127a of 24 May 2013, MPs R.Koshulynskyy, I.Farion, B.Benyuk, E.Leonov)
	Sent to the MPs for review on 31 May 2013
	The draft revises the current Law “On national minorities in Ukraine”, adopted in 1992, by: (i) changing the definition of “national minority” and introducing “historical time quota” – period of residence of representatives of a certain nationality on the territory of Ukraine (since 22 January, 1918); (ii) stating that this Law does not extend over refugees, immigrants, foreign nationals that moved to the territory of Ukraine, and stateless persons; (iii) setting out a list of 18 national minorities, but allowing other ethnic groups to acquire status of national minorities by submitting an application signed by not less than 10,000 citizens of Ukraine; (iv) introducing a possibility to form local self-government bodies of national minorities to represent and protect interests of national minorities; (v) providing for a right to indicate one’s ethnicity in his/her passport and breeder documents; (vi) declaring some guarantees of educational and cultural development of national minorities.

	Draft Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada on carrying out the parliamentary hearings “Visa-free regime between Ukraine and the EU: prospects and new possibilities for the Ukrainian citizens” (No. 2131a of 24 May 2013, MP I.Berezhna)
Sent to the MPs for review on 30 January 2013

The draft offers Ukrainian citizens a choice to indicate their ethnic origin in their domestic passports. Ethnic origin should be chosen from the officially recognised ethnicities of Ukraine according to the ethnic composition of the population of Ukraine defined on the basis of the all-Ukrainian census.

	The document provides for carrying out the parliamentary hearings on 19 June, 2013.



	CMU Resolution “Some issues of implementation of the Law of Ukraine “On  the Single state demographic registry and the documents confirming citizenship of Ukraine, identity of person and his/her special status” (No. 185 of 13 March 2013)
	Entered into force 28 March 2013
	The Resolution approves samples of the blanks of the documents confirming citizenship of Ukraine, identity of person and his/her special status, as well as procedures for processing of such documents, their issuance, renewal, transmittal, seizure and return to the State.


	CMU Resolution “On approval of the Procedure of verification of the results of informal vocational learning” (No. 340 of 15 May 2013)
	Officially published on 28 May 2013 (enters into force on 28 November, 2013)
	According to this Procedure Ukrainian citizens, foreigners and stateless persons who permanently reside in Ukraine, and refugees can obtain official certificate confirming their vocational qualification acquired through informal vocational learning regardless of the place where they acquired those skills. This enables Ukrainian migrant workers to officially confirm their professional vocational skills developed during their work abroad.



	Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine “On approval of the Coordination Procedure between the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the central government authorities whose functioning is directed and coordinated by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine through the Minister of Internal Affairs of Ukraine” (No. 304 of 28 March 2013, registered by the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on 18 April 2013 under No. 627/23159)
	Entered into force on 10 May 2013
	According to the Law of Ukraine “On central executive authorities” of 2011 the system of central executive authorities consists of ministries and other central executive authorities (services, agencies, inspections). Functioning of central executive authorities (not ministries) is directed and coordinated by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine through relevant ministers.

The Minister of Internal Affairs (IA) of Ukraine coordinates work of the State Migration Service (SMS) of Ukraine and the State Border Guard Service (SBGS) of Ukraine. The present Order sets out the procedure of such coordination. According to this document: (i) drafts of the legal acts prepared by SBGS and SMS and their annual Action Plans shall be approved by the Minister of IA; (ii) the Minister of IA exercises control over activities of SBGS and SMS and makes decisions on conduct of scheduled and unscheduled inspections; (iii) SBGS and SMS submit to MIA reports on implementation of their Annual Plans, drafts of the structure of their central offices, drafts of the decisions on establishment, reorganisation, liquidation of their regional offices; (iv) applications for appointment to and dismissal from the positions of the heads and deputy heads of the divisions within the central offices of SBGS and SMS and their regional offices.
