	Law amending Article 77 of the basic Ukrainian legislation on health protection concerning accelerating the provision of emergency medical services  (No 4000 of 03.11.2011)
	Will enter into force on 01.01.2012
	The Law establishes a number of privileges for emergency cars (free parking in the city, etc.). However, since according to the CMU Regulation approving procedure on provision of medical assistance to foreigners and stateless persons temporarily in Ukraine (entered into force on 01.07.2011) the latter are not entitled to free emergency medical services (only on paid basis), the new Law does not change the situation for the benefit of migrants.

	Draft Law amending certain legislative acts in the light of adoption of the Law on the principles of preventing and fighting corruption (No9473 of 17.11.2011)
	Registered in VRU on 17.11.2011
	The draft envisages a number of modifications into the existing legislation concerning liability of civil servants for corruption crimes, conflict of interests, etc.

	Draft Law on the rules of ethical  conduct (No4420-d of 17.11.2011)
	Registered in VRU on 17.11.2011
	The rules proposed by the draft law are mandatory for civil servants, judges and other public officials engaged in implementation of the state functions. The draft establishes the main principles of the said persons’ conduct, defines the rules for giving/receiving gifts by civil servants etc. This draft should be considered in the light of the Law of Ukraine on Civil Service. 

	Draft Law amending certain legislative acts of Ukraine (concerning defining the status of legal clinics as institutions which provide free primarily and secondary legal assistance (No9502 of 25.11.2011; MPs)
	Registered in the VRU on 25.11.2011.
	The draft Law is especially important in the light of the recent adoption of the Law on free legal aid. Since non-profit organisations are defined by this law as one of the main subjects to provide free legal aid in Ukraine, legal clinics can be involved in this process, as well. 

	Draft VRU Decree on parliamentary control under implementation of the ECtHR decisions (No9489 of 22.11.2011; S. Holovatyi, MP)
	Registered in the VRU on 22.11.2011.
	The draft presupposes a number of actions on behalf of the VRU committee on justice to ensue a sound implementation of the ECtHR decisions concerning Ukraine.

	Presidential Decree approving the Head and the members of the Commission on prevention of torture (No1046 of 18.11.2011)

	Approved on 18.11.2011.
	The Decree defines the members of the Presidential Commission on prevention of torture. Mr. Andriy Portnov (Head of the Judiciary Department of the President’s Secretariat) has been appointed as a head of the Commission.

	Presidential Decree establishing the Day of social justice (No1021/2011 of 04.11.2011)
	Approved on 04.11.2011.
	The document defines 20 February as the Day of Social Justice in Ukraine following the World Day of Social Justice, proclaimed by the UN General Assembly.
