It also provides for inclusion of pensionable service acquired in Ukraine or Israel for award of pensions and benefits.

	The Committee’s recommendation for consideration is submitted on 3 December 2013
	The Agreement to be ratified was signed in Gomel on 23 January 2013 and creates improved conditions for the Ukraine-Belarus border crossing by residents of the said near-border districts.

	Draft Law “On ratification of the International Labour Organization’s Convention concerning Basic Aims and Standards of Social Policy No. 117” (No. 0053 of 7 November 2013, President of Ukraine)


	Sent to the MPs for review on 8 November 2013
	Ratification of the Convention will help to promote improvement in such fields as public health, housing, nutrition, education, the welfare of children, the status of women, conditions of employment, the remuneration of wage earners and independent producers, the protection of migrant workers, social security, standards of public services and general production. Provisions concerning migrant workers refer to their family needs, compensation of the increased cost of living in case of moving from low-cost to higher-cost areas, and necessity to take measures to encourage the transfer of part of the workers' wages and savings from the area of labour utilisation to the area of labour supply.
The Convention will come into force for Ukraine twelve months after the date on which its ratification has been registered with the Director-General of the ILO.


	Draft Law “On ratification of the Protocol of the border sign “Tur” which is erected to indicate the junction point of the state borders of Ukraine, Romania and Hungary” (No. 0055 of 7 November 2013, President of Ukraine)


	Sent to the MPs for review on 8 November 2013
	The border sign “Tur” indicating the junction point of the state borders of Ukraine, Romania and Hungary was moved to a new safe place after natural changes were discovered along the river section of the state border (bank erosion) in 2007. The redemarcation Protocol requires ratification.

	Adopted on 5 November 2013
	According to this documents the Verkhovna Rada has, among others, to adopt a law regulating the state policy on external labour migration, where migrant workers’ and their family members’ status should be defined, as well as social-economic, educational, cultural and other guarantees for them.
It is also recommended to fasten work on the draft Law concerning pension benefits of migrant workers (registration No. 2176) and also to ratify: ILO Migration for Employment Convention No. 97, ILO Migrant Workers (Supplementary Provisions) Convention No. 143, ILO Maintenance of Social Security Rights Convention No. 157, ILO Private Employment Agencies Convention No. 181.

It contains recommendations to the Verkhovna Rada to ensure the adoption of the relevant laws.
