	Antidiscrimination Law (No 10468 of 14.05.2012; CMU)

	Entered into force on 4 October 2012.
	The Law is prescribed by the EU-Ukraine Visa Liberalisation Action Plan. The draft requires further elaboration (IOM comments to the draft available).


	Law “On amendments to the Law of Ukraine “On Ombudsperson” concerning national preventive mechanism (No 11073 of 09.08.2012; President of Ukraine)

	Adopted on 2 October 2012
	The Law prescribes granting Ombudsperson with additional functions on preventive mechanism in accordance with the Additional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment. In particular, Ombudsperson is entitled to visit different places of detention, centres of social rehabilitation, etc. with the aim of monitoring the compliance with the provisions of the above Convention. Ombudsperson is also expected to prepare the annual report concerning situation with torture in Ukraine, as well as to submit it to the President of Ukraine, CMU and VRU. 



	Law “On amendments to certain legislative acts in terms of adoption of the Law of Ukraine “On refugees and persons in need of complementary or temporary protection”  (No 5290-VI of 18.09.2012)

	Entered into force on 18 October 2012
	The amendments stem from the Law “On refugees and persons in need of complementary or temporary protection”.


	Law “On amendments to certain legislative acts of Ukraine in terms of adoption of the Law of Ukraine “On the legal status of foreigners and stateless persons” (No11071 of 09.08.2012; CMU) 
	Submitted to the President’s signing on 26.10.2012

	The Law prescribes certain procedural amendments to the legislative acts in line with the new Law of Ukraine “On the legal status of foreigners and stateless persons”. 


	Law on a single state demographic register (No10492 0f 18.05.2012; MP V. Hrytsak)
	Adopted on 2 October 2012.
	The Law provides a legal basis for usage of biometric data. This is another attempt to adopt biometric documents after the previous Law on Identification Documents (approved by VRU on 23 September 2011) was vetoed by the President and further rejected by the Parliament. International organizations, NGOs and Ukrainian experts judged that Law to be incompatible with European and international standards. If the President signs the Law “On Single Demographic Register”, this will mark an important step in moving towards VLAP’s legislation/planning phase implementation. For the time being the legal framework for issuing machine-readable biometric travel documents, in compliance with ICAO standards, is still lacking or requires further elaboration.  

	Presidential Decree “On the National Strategy of preventing a social orphanhood for the period up to 2020” (No609 of 22.10.2012)
	Approved on 22 October 2012
	The document is aimed at preventing and combatting social orphanhood in Ukraine.
